Vertical Climate Zones

Tierra Fria: Spanish term for “cold country”; Crops include barley and potatoes





Tierra Templada: Spanish term for “temperate country”; 3,000 to 6,000 feet elevation; Most people have settled in this zone; Crops include coffee, sugarcane, fruits, and vegetables





Tierra Caliente: Spanish term for “hot country”; Sea level to 3,000 feet elevation; Hot, wet, lush vegetation; Crops include rice, sugarcane, and cacao
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
